VIENTIANE,Feb. 1 (Xinhua) -- A total of 58 solar power plantshave been completed or under construction
across Laos with a total installed capacity of 7,656 MW, local daily Vientiane Times reported on Tuesday.
Eight of these plants have been completed and 50 are under construction,said the report.

This Solar Power Project isthe first Solar Farm in Laos,utilizing modern technology such as solar panels from
TALESUN,with a capacity of 320 Watt per panel. About 9,600 panels were installed and connected to 22 kV
transmission line system of Electricity Du Laos. The total project cost is USD 3,445,306 Million or
approximately 27 Billion Kip.
