The Bwengu Solar PV Power Plant in Malawi,led by US-based Quantel Renewable Energy,is expected to be

built at a cost of $65 millionwithin 12 months. Construction has begun on the 50 MW solar power plant,which

will spread over 105 hectares of land in Bwengu,Mzimba District.

How much does a solar-powered irrigation system cost in Malawi?

In Malawi,a solar-powered irrigation system,consisting of a solar-powered submersible pump,water tank,and

drip irrigation lines covering an area of 500m&#178;,is provided on loan to farmers. The approximately

$750cost is more up front than the annual income for an average Malawian.
